FIFTH SUNDAY OF LENT

The promise of a new covenant announced by Jeremiah
is not taken up in John. And yet, there is an interesting
parallel to be drawn between the readings for today.
The coming days of Jeremiah seem somehow
synchronized with the hour of Jesus. After those days of
exile in Babylon, during which Israel will learn obedience
from what they suffer, they will be restored and finally
come to know the Lord, which in biblical language
means to be redeemed. Similarly, in the hour of Jesus
that now arrives, he will be lifted up on the cross and, in
the language of Hebrews, will learn obedience from what
he suffers. Then, having been perfected, i.e., raised
from the dead, he will be the source of ultimate
redemption for all who obey him. Early Christians like
the author of Hebrews came to see in Jesus the
fulfillment of the prophecy of Jeremiah. For them, the
new covenant in Jesus rendered God’s covenant with
Israel obsolete. Since Vatican Il, however, the Church
as insisted that God’s covenant with the Jewish people
was not nullified by the saving work of Jesus.
