III NIEDZIELA WIELKANOCNA – Lk 24:35-
48: „Oni równiez opowiadali, co ich spotkalo w drodze, i 
jak Go poznali przy lamaniu chleba. A gdy rozmawiali o 
tym, On sam stanal posród nich i rzekl do nich: „Pokój 
wam!” Zatrwozonym i wyleklym zdawalo sie, ze widza 
ducha. Lecz On rzekl do nich: „Czemu jestescie 
zmieszani i dlaczego watpliwosci budza sie w waszych 
sercach? Popatrzcie na moje rece i nogi: to Ja jestem. 
Dotknijcie sie Mnie i przekonajcie: duch nie ma ciala ani 
kosci, jak widzicie, ze Ja mam”.Przy tych slowach 
pokazal im swoje rece i nogi. Lecz gdy oni z radosci 
jeszcze nie wierzyli i pelni byli zdumienia, rzekl do nich: 
„Macie tu cos do jedzenia?” Oni podali Mu kawalek 
pieczonej ryby. Wzial i jadl wobec nich. Potem rzekl do 
nich: „To wlasnie znaczyly slowa, które mówilem do was, 
gdy bylem jeszcze z wami: Musi sie wypelnic wszystko, 
co napisane jest o Mnie w Prawie Mojzesza, u Proroków 
i w Psalmach”.Wtedy oswiecil ich umysly, aby rozumieli 
Pisma, i rzekl do nich: „Tak jest napisane: Mesjasz 
bedzie cierpial i trzeciego dnia zmartwychwstanie, w 
imie Jego gloszone bedzie nawrócenie i odpuszczenie 
grzechów wszystkim narodom, poczawszy od 
Jerozolimy. Wy jestescie swiadkami tego.  
Oredzie tej trzeciej niedzieli Wielkanocy mozna strescic 
w slowach: zwyciestwo zmartwychwstania. Ewangelia 
pozwala nam asystowac przy jednym z pojawien 
Zmartwychwstalego. Ledwo co przybyli do Jerozolimy 
zadyszani uczniowie z Emaus i opowiadaja, co 
przydarzylo im sie w drodze, jak Jezus stanal posród 
nich i pozdrowil slowami: „Pokój wam!”. Najpierw strach, 
jakby ujrzeli ducha, potem zdumienie, niedowierzanie i 
wreszcie radosc. A raczej mieszanina niedowierzania i 
radosci. Ich niedowierzanie jest szczególne. Jest to 
postawa kogos, kto juz wierzy (w przeciwnym razie nie 
byloby radosci), ale nie jest jeszcze do konca 
przekonany, jeszcze nie dowierza wlasnym oczom. Jest 
to zbyt piekne, zeby moglo byc prawdziwe. Mozna to 
paradoksalnie nazwac wiara niedowierzajaca. Aby 
przekonac ich, Jezus prosi o cos do jedzenia, poniewaz 
nic tak nie buduje wspólnoty i nie dodaje otuchy, jak 
wspólne spozycie posilku. To wszystko mówi nam cos 
waznego o zmartwychwstaniu. Ono jest nie tylko wielkim 
cudem, argumentem lub dowodem prawdziwosci 
Chrystusa. Jest czyms wiecej. Jest nowym swiatem, do 
którego wchodzi sie przez wiare z towarzyszacymi jej jej 
zdumieniem i radoscia. Zmartwychwstanie Chrystusa 
jest nowym stworzeniem. Chodzi zatem nie tylko o 
wierzenie, ze Jezus powstal z martwych, ale równiez o 
poznanie i doswiadcznie tego, co swiety Pael nazywa 
„moca Jego zmartwychwstania” (Flp 3,10).

THIRD SUNDAY OF EASTER 
The reading from the Acts of the Apostles focuses us on 
the preaching of Peter. This bold orator is the same man 
who thrice denied Jesus, the same man who was too 
afraid to stand by his Master’s cross, the same man who 
experienced a dramatic conversion at the Resurrection, 
and the same man who is now taking to heart and to 
action the mission of reconciliation imparted to him by 
the risen Lord. For Peter and the other apostles, the 
Resurrection was an experience of unparalleled 
forgiveness and reconciliation. Their abandoning of 
Jesus was forgiven, and that same forgiveness is now 
the subject of Peter’s preaching: “Repent, therefore, and 
be converted, that your sins may be wiped away.” Peter 
knew what he was talking about. He had experienced it 
himself.  
 

In the second reading, John reminds us that although 
Christ brings forgiveness and reconciles us to God, the 
day-to-day difficulties of life remain. John assures us that 
Christ intercedes for us, but John also calls on us to live 
the reconciled life by adhering to God’s commandments. 
Conversion, John says, is not simply an exercise of the 
mind. It is a much more total activity, one that must be 
evidenced in all that we do. Only by living the reconciled 
life do we really “know” Christ. 
 

Like the other accounts of the appearances of the risen 
Lord, today’s Gospel passage begins with an experience 
of reconciliation: “Peace to you.” The Gospel then goes 
on to show how the mission of reconciliation and peace 
is to be shared: by beginning with the Scriptures. In 
other words, the good—and reconciling—news is spread 
first by proclaiming and explaining the meaning of the 
Scriptures. That is why, in today’s first reading, Peter 
begins his proclamation by explaining that Jesus is the 
fulfillment of the prophets and of the promise (covenant) 
made by God to Abraham.  Proclaiming this reconciling 
good news is the mission given the apostles by Jesus. 
As the apostles begin to fulfill this mission, the Church is 
formed.
