FEAST OF THE ASSUMPTION OF THE
BLESSED VIRGIN MARY

Each of today’s readings celebrates the triumph of God
in its own striking imagery. Without a doubt, the most
dramatic is the sign of “the woman clothed with the sun,”
in the vision from Revelation. This woman is described
in a way that evokes the woman of Genesis 3. She is
threatened by the dragon/Satan (Gn 3,1); she gives birth
in pain (3,16); and the dragon wages war on her
offspring (3,15). Since it is she who gives birth to the
Messiah, “destined to rule all the nations with an iron
rod,” she is assured by the power of God and his
Anointed. In Corinthians, God’s final triumph is
guaranteed in the metaphor of the firstfruits. Here too
the imagery depends on Genesis 3. “For just as in
Adam all die, so too in Christ shall all be brought to life.”
By comparison, the imagery of Mary’'s canticle seem
quite conventional, drawn as it is from the Hebrew
Scriptures. But it too proclaims nothing less than the
final victory of God which has already begun among us.
God in Christ “has shown might with his arm...(and)
lifted up the lowly.” Mary whom we honor today, is living
proof.
