XXI SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Today’s first reading from the Book of Joshua describes
the covenant renewal that took place at Shechem before
Joshua “dismissed the people, each to his own heritage”
(24:28). What is particularly striking about the passage
is that it shows how every generation must, in its own
way, freely choose to live in covenant with God. In
today’s Gospel Jesus puts a similar choice before his
disciples. Jesus has spoken plainly: “Unless you eat the
flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you do not
have life within you” (Jn 6:53). His words are a hard
saying that divides the disciples. So he asks directly,
‘Do you also want to leave?” And each successive
generation must choose freely, fully, to participate in the
death and life of Jesus. Today’s selection from
Ephesians is also a hard saying. As we have come
better to appreciate the equality of the sexes, the
husband/Christ-Church/wife metaphor is no longer so
compelling. However, the hard truth is that we share the
death and life of Jesus most concretely in our loving
service of each other.

PROTECTION OF MARRIAGE

Bishop Smith, along with his brother Bishops in New
Jersey, have asked all the faithful of the five NJ dioceses
to support a Statewide Initiative for Marriage Protection
which begins officially on August 23 and runs through
October 15. The purpose of this collaborative effort
among the Dioceses of New Jersey, the NJ Catholic
Conference and the Knights of Columbus, is to uphold
marriage as a sacred institution and reject attempts by
our legislature to re-define marriage in our state. The
initiative will commence the weekend of August 22, 23,
with the release of a statement on marriage by the
Bishops of New Jersey, along with weekly opportunities
for prayer and education regarding the true nature of
sacramental marriage, and will culminate in a state-wide
petition drive to voice our concerns to our legislators. An
evening seminar entitled “Marriage by Any Other Name”
featuring Damon Owens, nationally known speaker, is
scheduled for September 9. For more info, contact the
Office of Family Life at 609-406-7400, ext.
