Gdy sie modlit, wyglad Jego twarzy sie odmienit, a Jego odzienie stato sie
I$nigco biate. A oto dwoch mezéw rozmawiato z Nim. Byli to Mojzesz i Eliasz. Ukazali sie oni w chwale i mowili
o Jego odejsciu, ktérego miat dokonac¢ w Jerozolimie. Tymczasem Piotr i towarzysze snem byli zmorzeni. Gdy
sie ockneli, ujrzeli Jego chwate i obydwdch mezdéw, stojacych przy Nim. Gdy oni odchodzili od Niego, Piotr
rzekt do Jezusa: ,Mistrzu, dobrze, ze tu jesteSmy.

SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT

The first and third readings for today describe profound
experiences of God in prayer. Abraham’s trance and the
terrifying darkness that envelops him are not unlike the
disciples’ sudden sleep and the terrifying cloud that
overshadows them. In both of these extraordinary
occurrences God’s intention is revealed. To Abraham’s
descendants God will give the land from the Wadi of
Egypt to the Great River. The divine presence,
symbolized by the smoking brazier and the flaming
torch, guarantees God’s gift. Through the “exodus” that
Jesus will accomplish in Jerusalem—i.e., his death and
resurrection—his disciples will attain the heavenly
citizenship of which Paul speaks in his letter to the
Philippians. The dazzling glory that shines on the face
of Christ is the pledge of that promise. On that day, he
will “change our lowly body to conform with his glorified
body by the power that enables him also to bring all
things into subjection to himself.” But meanwhile, we
must listen to him in prayer.
