chrzest od niego. Lecz Jan powstrzymywat Go, méwigc: To ja potrzebuje chrztu od Ciebie, a Ty przychodzisz do mnie?
Jezus mu odpowiedziat: Pozwdl teraz, bo tak godzi sie nam wypetnic wszystko, co sprawiedliwe. Wtedy Mu ustgpit. A gdy
Jezus zostat ochrzczony, natychmiast wyszedt z wody. A oto otworzyly Mu sie niebiosa i ujrzat Ducha BozZego
zstepujgcego jak goftebice i przychodzgcego na Niego. A gtos z nieba moéwit: Ten jest méj Syn umitowany, w ktérym mam
upodobanie.

Niedziela Chrztu Panskiego jest w pewnym sensie kontynuacjg teologicznej mysli uroczystosci Objawienia Panskiego.
Nad wodami Jordanu zostaje objawione Boze synostwo Jezusa. Starozytny Kosciét Wschodni tgczyt te wydarzenia wraz z
cudem w Kanie Galilejskiej w jedno swieto. Innymi stowy, w Jezusie Chrystusie - cztowieku zostaje objawiona réowniez
Jego boska natura. Niedziela Chrztu Panskiego, po ktérej zaczyna sie tak zwany okres zwykly, jest uroczystg inauguracja
publicznej dziatalnosci Jezusa. Mimo, ze chrzest Janowy byt jedynie zewnetrznym znakiem gotowosci podjecia
wewnetrznej przemiany, narzucajgce sie zwigzki z chrztem sakramentalnym sg oczywiste. Niedziela ta jest zatem dobrg
okazjg do przypomnienia znaczenia sakramentu chrztu w sensie wydarzenia - co prawda jednorazowego - ale o tak
silnych skutkach, ze rzutujg na cate zycie; chodzi oczywiscie o zobowigzania chrzcielne do prowadzenia moralnego zycia
wedtug wymogdw Ewangelii. Zeby nie popas¢ jednak w zwykte moralizatorstwo, warto w tym dniu zwrdci¢ uwage, ze
chrzest to nie tylko same zobowigzania, ale takze wielka godnos¢ i przywileje, jakie otrzymujg ochrzczeni. Najbardziej
chyba czytelnyrn znakiem otrzymania mesjanskiej godnosci jest niedostatecznie akcentowany element wyjasniajacy
liturgii chrzcielnej, a mianowiole namaszczenie krzyzmem Swietym. Niedziela, podczas ktdrej Jezus zostaje namaszczony
Duchem Swietym i kiedy objawia sie nad Jordanem Troéjca Swieta, znakomicie nadaje sie uzupetienia tych swoistych
niedociagnieé. W chrzcie kazdy otrzymuje Ducha Swietego, ktéry inauguruje Boze zycie, sprawiajac, ze w ochrzczonym
zamieszkujg pozostate Osoby Trojcy Swietej. Na mocy tego $w. Pawet mogt powiedzieé, ze zyje w nim Chrystus, czy
nazwaé ochrzczonych $wiatynia Ducha Swietego i Bozg budowla. Zewnetrznym znakiem tych rzeczywistosci jest na-
maszczenie krzyzmem. Znak ten, raczej mato czytelny poza kulturg Srédziemnomorska, staje sie bardziej zrozumialy,
jesli przypomni sie, ze namaszczanie bylo zarezerwowane dla gtéw koronowanych i jest praktykowane przy udzielaniu
sakramentu swiecen. Kazdy ochrzczony, otrzymujgc godnosé krolewska, kaptanskg i prorockg, winien stosowaé swe
zycie wedtug taski, ktorg juz posiada. Chrystus utozsamia sie z ochrzczonym! Jezus poddajgc sie obmyciu w Jordanie,
wykonuje to, co czynili grzesznicy. Dolina Jordanu to najgtebsza depresja sSwiata. Jezus, wchodzac przez chrzest
sakramentalny w zycie kazdego ochrzczonego, wchodzi w jego najgtebsza depresje grzechu, $Smierci i opuszczenia.

BAPTISM OF THE LORD

The juxtaposition of today’s texts
invites the Christian reader to cast
Jesus in the role of the anonymous
servant of Isaiah’s poem. The
connection is facilitated by the
exchange that takes place between
Jesus and John the Baptist in
Matthew’s version of Jesus’ baptism.
When John tries to prevent Jesus
from being baptized, Jesus insists
that “it is fitting for us to fulfill all
righteousness.” In the Bible
righteousness is the victory of justice
that the servant of God in Isaiah is
called to establish on the earth. It comes as no surprise,
then, when the heavenly voice designates Jesus as the
chosen one “with whom | am well pleased.” The
selection from Acts further underscores the connection
between Jesus and the servant in Isaiah by interpreting
Jesus’ baptism as an anointing “with the Holy Spirit and
power.” The Spirit of God that comes upon Jesus
empowers him, like the servant, to “bring forth justice to
the nations.” And, like the servant, Jesus will do this not
by loud or violent means, but by going about doing good
and healing all who are bruised and broken.
