MARY, MOTHER OF GOD

In today’s Gospel, the solemn proclamation of Paul to
the Galatians—‘When the fullness of time had come,
God sent his Son"—is rendered in the vernacular of the
infant lying in the manger. He is, as Paul declares, “born
of a woman,” of Mary who keeps all these things in her
heart; and by virtue of his circumcision, he is “born under
the law” as well. His birth is good news for Jews first,
“those under the law,” and then for all who have his
Spirit. The first reading for today is the priestly blessing,
which Aaron is given to invoke God’s name upon the
Israelites. Combined as it is with the Gospel for this
feast, it serves, like the excerpt from Galatians, to
interpret the manger scene. It has been observed that
the canticle of the angels, announcing peace on earth
(Lk 2:13-14), has a liturgical quality not unlike the song
of the seraphim in the theophany of Isaiah (6:2-3). It is
Luke’s way of shifting the center of worship from
Jerusalem to Bethlehem. The priestly blessing has the
same effect. From the manger, the Lord looks kindly
upon us and gives us peace.
