SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

The identity of the unnamed servant of the Lord in the
oracles of Second Isaiah remains a mystery. Although
Christians understandably tend to read these texts
Christologically, other readings are possible. The
servant the prophet had in mind may have been the
community of Israel in exile, or a particularly charismatic
individual in that community, or perhaps even himself in
his capacity as God’s spokesman. Paul in some of his
letters applies the image to himself as an apostle of
Christ Jesus. In today’s Gospel, John the Baptist seems
to confer the title on Jesus when he testifies that Jesus
is “the Son of God” or, in an alternate reading, “God’s
chosen one.” And yet, is not John himself worthy of the
name “God’s servant,” “through whom | show my glory”?
However we name the servant, Isaiah’s poem makes
two important points about all God’s servants, whoever
they may be. First, the servant is authorized by God’s
initiative, as Paul is “by the will of God” and Jesus is at
his baptism; and second, the servant, the servant’s
mission is to bring God’s people home, even from pagan
Corinth, by taking their sins away.
