THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Today’s first reading, excerpted from the prophecy of
Isaiah, is adapted and used by Matthew in the Gospel.
Like Jews of his day, Matthew read the prophets as
speaking of the distant future. So here, he finds the
oracle of Isaiah fulfilled in the ministry of Jesus. In effect
this enables him to show that Jesus’ Galilean ministry is
in keeping with God’s will and purpose. It is important to
note, however, that the Isaiah text was originally
intended to speak to God’s people in the aftermath of the
Assyrian conquest. The tribes of Zebulun and Naphtali
had been among the first to fall to the Assyrians. But the
prophet sees the end of darkness, for God has smashed
the yoke, the pole, the rod of oppression. Paul urges on
the Corinthians the abrupt and absolute obedience to the
call of Jesus shown by Simon, Andrew, James and
John. For Paul, following Jesus means belonging to
him. Just how radically he means that is made clear
when he asks, “Is Christ divided?” Jerome Murphy-
O’Connor notes that “Christ” here is the Christian
community, which must be united if it is to be the
presence of Christ in the world.
