FIFTEENTH SUNDAY
IN ORDINARY TIME

Today’s readings juxtapose blessing and curse.
Ephesians opens with an extravagant prayer in which
God is blessed (thanked and praised) for every spiritual
blessing (gift). Of all these gifts, according to Ephesians,
the greatest by far is God’s choice of us in Christ. Every
spiritual blessing is summed up in this one: holiness,
adoption as God’s children, redemption, forgiveness of
sins, wisdom and knowledge of the mystery of God’s
plan and purpose. As a result of this incomparable gift,
we exist for the praise of God’s glory; that is to say, our
whole lives must be a prayer of praise and thanksgiving.
If praise is to be the first response to the gifts of God in
Christ, then proclamation must follow immediately. So
Jesus sends the Twelve to preach repentance to the
vilages around Nazareth. They are authorized to
proclaim, in word and deed, the gift of God revealed in
Jesus. But Jesus warns them from his own experience,
like that of Amos before him, that they must be prepared
to meet rejection by “shaking the dust from their feet,”
symbolically rejecting those who, to their peril, reject
God’s blessing.
