IN ORDINARY TIME

The significance of the authority Jesus demonstrates in
Mark’s account of the calming of the sea is elucidated by
the few verses from Job in the first reading. God speaks
for Job “out of the storm” and affirms his power over the
sea. This and none other is the power displayed by
Jesus when he calms the storm. And it is the answer to
the disciples’ question: “Who then is this whom even
wind and sea obey?” Such cosmic display of power on
Jesus’ part enables us to better appreciate what Paul
tells the Corinthians in today’s second reading. He
writes to explain the consequence of the death of Jesus.
Recalling a familiar creedal formula, “one died for all,” he
says that “therefore, all have died.” Having died with
Christ on the cross means that the life we live now is in
every way “a new creation.” We no longer see things as
we did before. Furthermore, our new perspective is
cosmic in scope; it is the perspective of those who know
that the old order has passed away and that the new
heavens and the new earth have been established by
the death and rising of Jesus in which we share.
