* death and resurrection of
Jesus is a world-ending event.

/ j This is indicated by the use of
the verb eseisthe (“shook”), which describes the violent
shaking of the earth that was expected to announce the
arrival of the end-time. The verb is used twice in today’s
readings. The whole city of Jerusalem shook when
Jesus entered it, and the earth itself shook as he died on
the cross. With that earth-shattering event, “tombs were
opened, and the bodies of many saints who had fallen
asleep were raised.” Daniel Harrington explains:
“‘Matthew wanted to show that Jesus’ death marks a
turning point in human history because it makes possible
the resurrection of other human beings.” There is irony
in Matthew’s presentation of Jesus as the king who
enters Jerusalem to announce the turning of the ages.
He comes, not victorious and triumphant, but “meek and
riding on a donkey.” In this he resembles the obedient
servant of the first reading. And because of this, says
the hymn in Philippians, God will greatly exalt him.
