THIRD SUNDAY OF LENT

The primary concern of all three of today's readings is
theology; that is to say, all three speak to us of God.
The Catechism teaches that the “ten words” of God (the
Decalogue), known to us as the Ten Commandments,
are first and foremost words about God. They belong to
God’s gracious self-communication in the Exodus event
(nn.2059, 2057). In that context, they reveal a God who
is liberator first and then legislator, a God who wills
freedom and fullness of life. In Corinthians, Paul argues
that the cross of Christ is also a revelatory event. In
Christ crucified, God is revealed as powerful and wise,
though perhaps not as the world perceives power and
wisdom. That slippage between the world’s perspective
and God’s, accounts for the challenge posed by Jesus in
the fourth Gospel. In John every encounter with Jesus is
a summons to see God’s glory, in and through the signs
he does. Some do, like the disciples after the
resurrection. Others never get beyond the signs. In
Lent, we pray for the seeing that is believing.
