In today’s first reading, Peter inaugurates the mission to
the Gentiles by baptizing the household of Cornelius, but
only after being persuaded that “God shows no partiality”
(cf. Acts 10:9-20). This story gives historical expression
to the theology of the Johannine readings for today.
Beginning with the premise that God is love, 1 John
makes the sacrifice of Jesus the touchstone of God’s
love. “In this way the love of God was revealed to us,”
he says, “God sent his only Son into the world so that we
might have life through him.” Jesus in the Gospel makes
the same claim when he says, “No one has greater love
than this, to lay down one’s life for one’s friends.” The
gift of God’s love, revealed in Jesus, is just that: a gift,
not a prize and certainly not a possession. To be loved
by God, to be chosen as friends by Jesus, makes us not
privileged but privy to everything Jesus has heard from
the Father. It is to know and to be continually
astonished, like Peter's companions, by the range and
the reach of the love of God who shows no partiality.

ASCENSION THURSDAY

This Thursday, May 21, 2009 is the feast of the Ascension and
a holy day of obligation. The Mass schedule is as follows:

All Masses will be celebrated in the Church.

ASCENSION OF THE LORD
The ascension of the risen Lord is the hinge that holds
Luke-Acts together. The scene from Acts, today’s first
reading, is modeled on the
experience of the prophets, Moses
and Elijah. This is not surprising.
Throughout his Gospel, Luke
presents Jesus as a prophet after
the pattern of Moses and Elijah. So,
as Joshua receives a share of
Moses’ spirit (Dt 34-9) and Elisha
receives a double portion of Elijah’s
(2 Kgs 2:9), in today’s reading the disciples of Jesus are
assured that they will receive power to continue his work
when the Holy Spirit comes upon them. The influence of
the story of Elijah and Elisha is particularly strong.
When Elisha asks for a double portion of Elijah’s spirit,
Elijah tells him his wish will be granted if he sees Elijah
taken up. Likewise in today’s Gospel story we are told



three times that the disciples saw Jesus as he was taken
up into heaven. That the spirit of Elijah rested on Elisha
was made apparent when he performed signs, as Elijah
had done. So, in Mark, the work of the disciples is
confirmed by signs, and in Ephesians, by gifts, for
building up the body of Christ.

In honor of Mary, the Mother of God there will be special
devotions on Wednesday evenings in May at 7:00 pm in
the Church, except on May 20". Please plan to attend.
