VI SUNDAY OF EASTER

In Today’s Gospel Jesus reassures his disciples that he
will not leave them orphans. “l will come to you,” he
says, through the presence of the Paraclete, the other
Advocate the Father will give them in Jesus’ name. But
since the world neither sees nor knows this Advocate,
the Spirit of truth, then as Peter teaches in the second
reading, believers in Jesus must “always be ready to
give an explanation to anyone who asks you for a
reason for your hope.” Peter imagines a situation of
open hostility to the Gospel in which Christians are being
made to suffer for doing good. But however hostility to
the Gospel is couched, it must be met with bold witness
inspired by the Spirit of truth. Philip is an example of
such bold witness in today’s reading from Acts. Driven
out of Jerusalem by severe persecution of the church, he
makes his way to the city of Samaria and proclaims the
Messiah to the people there. The Gospel, preached by
Philip in word and deed, brings great joy to that city, a
joy that is confirmed by the presence of the Paraclete.

ASCENSION OF THE LORD

On the feast of the Ascension we remember how Jesus
was “taken up, after giving instructions through the Holy
Spirit to the apostles who he had chosen.” Although the
event of the ascension is only depicted in Luke-Acts,
each Gospel in its own way describes the exaltation of
the risen Jesus and what it

meant for his disciples. Today’s

Gospel is Matthew’s account.

Matthew’s Gospel concludes

with what is often called the

Great Commission. Appearing

to the eleven on the mountain,

the usual site of divine revelation

in the Bible, Jesus reveals his

new status and universal

authority as risen Lord. “All power in heaven and on
earth has been given to me,” he declares. He will
exercise this power on earth by sharing it with his
disciples. So he authorizes them to make disciples of all
nations. This is the vision of Ephesians too when it says
that the power God put to work in Christ, raising him
from the dead and seating him at his right hand, “far
above every principality, authority, power and dominion,”
is now at work in the Church which is his body.
