IV NIEDZIELA WIELKANOCNA – Jn 10:11-
18: „Ja jestem dobrym pasterzem. Dobry pasterz daje 
zycie swoje za owce. Najemnik zas i ten, kto nie jest 
pasterzem, którego owce nie sa wlasnoscia, widzac 
nadchodzacego wilka, opuszcza owce i ucieka, a wilk je 
porywa i rozprasza;  najemnik ucieka dlatego, ze jest 
najemnikiem i nie zalezy mu na owcach. Ja jestem 
dobrym pasterzem i znam owce moje, a moje Mnie 
znaja, podobnie jak Mnie zna Ojciec, a Ja znam Ojca. 
Zycie moje oddaje za owce. Mam takze inne owce, które 
nie sa z tej owczarni. I te musze przyprowadzic i beda 
sluchac glosu mego, i nastanie jedna owczarnia, jeden 
pasterz. Dlatego miluje Mnie Ojciec, bo Ja zycie moje 
oddaje, aby je potem znów odzyskac. Nikt Mi go nie 
zabiera, lecz Ja od siebie je oddaje. Mam moc je oddac i 
mam moc je znów odzyskac. Taki nak az otrzymalem od 
mojego Ojca”. 
IV niedziela Wielkanocy jest nazywana niedziela 
Dobrego Pasterza. Powód latwo zrozumiec po 
przeczytaniu dzisiejszej Ewangelii. Obraz Chrystusa 
Dobrego Pasterza podbil serca chrzescijan. Tak tez 
ukazywano Go na poczatku w sztuce. Najstarsze obrazy 
w katakumbach i w sarkofagach ukazuja Jezusa jako 
pasterza niosacego na ramionach odnaleziona 
owieczke. Aby zrozumiec wage tematu pasterza dla 
Pisma swietego, trzeba odwolac sie do historii, gdzie 
relacja miedzy stadem a pasterzem nie miala tylko i 
wylacznie relacji ekonomicznych (dla zysków), ale miala 
charakter wrecz osobisty. Po wielu dniach spedzonych 
wspólnie na odludziu, owca rozpoznaje i odróznia glos 
pasterza, przywiazuje sie do niego. Tytul pasterza 
zostaje równiez nadany tym, którzy zastepuja Boga na 
ziemi: królom, kaplanom, przywódcom, mówiac ogólnie. 
Chrystus zas w Ewangelii podejmujac temat pasterza 
wprowadza do niego pewna nowosc: „Ja – powiada – 
jestem dobrym pasterzem.” Boza obietnica wypelnila sie, 
przewyzszajac najsmielsze marzenia. Chrystus czyni 
cos, czego zaden pasterz, chocby bardzo dobry, nie 
bylby gotów zrobic: „Zycie moje oddaje za owce”. Jezus, 
Dobry Pasterz pomaga nam wzrastac. Czyni nas 
osobami godnymi swojej milosci. Chce, bysmy na Jego 
wzór umieli pomagac i troszczyc sie o innych. 
Powtarzajmy zatem czesto slowa psalmu: „Pan jest 
moim Pasterzem, niczego mi nie braknie...”.

FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER 
Peter’s first miracle got him in trouble. As leader of the 
early Church, he learned firsthand that his life would 
follow that of his master. A small introduction to today’s 
first reading is in order: Peter’s cure of the invalid who 
asked for money set the onlookers abuzz. Word spread 
rapidly, and Peter was unceremoniously thrown into jail, 
and the following day, he was brought before the elders 
and scribes. He was ordered to explain himself, his 
words, his actions, and the belief of thos e he led and 
served. This was his chance to justify himself and his 
fledgling community. 
 

But Peter did not justify anything. He simply proclaimed 
his belief and suggested to the skeptical, if not cynical 
listeners that they also accept this rejected one, Jesus 
Christ the Nazorean “whom you crucified, whom God 
raised from the dead.” Peter’s words and eventually his 
actions witnessed his faith. Peter spoke fearlessly of 
Jesus who, like a good shepherd, laid down his life for 
his sheep. 
 

The Gospel reading for this “Good Shepherd Sunday” 
also follows upon a cure. Jesus cured the man born 
blind, and for this he was questioned severely by the 
Pharisees. Jesus’ discourse on the good shepherd 
describes his relationship to the man born blind and to 
us—all of us, Pharisees included. 
 

It is interesting to note that Jesus uses the image of a 
shepherd. In Israel’s history, shepherds were held in 
high enough regard. After all, the great king, David, was 
a shepherd. But now in Israel, shepherds were 
outsiders. Their consuming occupation kept them 
outside, literally and figuratively. They were outside in all 
kinds of weather, and they were also outside the law, in 
that they were unable to obey its ever-demanding rigors. 
In the eyes of the harsh rule-makers, the shepherds 
were among those stones rejected by the builder, cast 
onto the rubble heap.
