Lecz Jezus
odrzekl: ,Nie zabraniajcie mu, bo nikt, kto czyni cuda w imie moje, nie bedzie mdgl zaraz zle méwic o Mnie. Kto bowiem
nie jest przeciwko nam, ten jest z nami. Kto wam poda kubek wody do picia, dlatego ze nalezycie do Chrystusa,
zaprawde, powiadam wam, nie utraci swojej nagrody. Kto by sie stal powodem grzechu dla jednego z tych malych, ktérzy
wierza, temu byloby lepiej uwiazac kamien mlynski u szyi i wrzucic go w morze. Jesli twoja reka jest dla ciebie powodem
grzechu, odetnij ja; lepiej jest dla ciebie ulomnym wejsc do zycia wiecznego, niz z dwiema rekami pojsc do piekla w ogien
nieugaszony.

Jeden z apostoléw, Jan, widzial kogos, kto wyrzucal zle
duchy w imie Jezusa, nie nalezac jednak do grona Jego uczniéw i zabronil mu tego. Potem poszedl i przedstawil cala
sprawe Jezusowi. Uslyszal jednak w odpowiedzi: Nie zabraniajcie mu... Kto nie jest przeciwko nam, ten jest z nami”.
Ewangelia méwi nastepnie o innych sprawach, my jednak zatrzymamy sie tutaj, poniewaz chodzi o sprawe o wielkiej
aktualnosci i bardzo interesujaca. Co myslec o tych z zewnatrz, ktérzy robia cos dobrego i widac w nich przejawy Ducha
Swietego, choc nie wierza w Chrystusa i nie przynaleza do Kosciola? Czy jest zbawienie poza Kosciolem? Jest to dobra
okazja, by rzucic nieco swiatla na ten delikatny problem. Powiedzmy od razu, ze nie jest to doktryna tylko jakiegos
odosobnionego teologa, lecz Soboru Watykanskiego Il. Sobér stwierdzil, ze ,Duch Swiety wszystkim ofiaruje mozliwosc
dojscia w sposéb Bogu wiadomy do uczestnictwa w tej paschalnej tajemnicy” (KDK 22), a co za tym idzie do zbawienia.
Nie Juz w Pismie swietym czytamy znaczace stwierdzenia w tym sensie: ,Bég pragnie, by wszyscy ludzie zostali zbawieni
i doszli do poznania prawdy” (1 Tm 2,4) i dalej: ,Bog jest Zbawca wszystkich ludzi, zwlaszcza wierzacych” (1 Tm 4,10).
Zwlaszcza, a nie wylacznie wierzacych! Teologia zawsze zakladala mozliwosc ze Bog moze zbawic niektérych ludzi w
spos6b nadzwyczajny, omijajacy zwykle drogi, jakimi sa wiara w Chrystusa, chrzest i przynaleznosc do Kosciola.
Pewnosc ta zostala potwierdzona jednak dopiero w czasach wspoélczesnych, gdy odkrycia geograficzne i wzrost
mozliwosci komunikowania sie miedzy narodami uswiadomily, ze sa nieprzeliczone rzesze oséb, ktérym bez ich winy
nigdy nie byla gloszona Ewangelia. Czy zatem zmienila sie nasza wiara chrzescijanska? Nie, dopoki wierzymy w dwie
rzeczy: po pierwsze, ze Jezus jest obiektywnie i faktycznie jedynym Posrednikiem i Zbawicielem calego rodzaju ludzkiego
i ze takze ten, kto Go nie zna, jezeli zbawi sie, to zbawi sie dzieki Niemu, dzieki Jego odkupienczej smierci. Po drugie, iz
réwniez ci, ktérzy choc nie nalezac do Kosciola widzialnego, sa obiektywnie na niego ukierunkowani, sa czescia tego
szerszego Kosciola, znana tylko Bogu.

TWENTY-SIXTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Moses was a surprising leader in many ways. He didn't want the job in the first place, and God appointed Aaron to help
him out. So maybe Moses was disposed to receive help anywhere he could find it. It's a good thing, too, because God
seems to be much more generous in gift-giving than many would wish—the seventy elders, for example, who received the
gift of God’s spirit, which made it possible for them to prophesy. Then word came to the honored elders that two
unauthorized elders were also prophesying. Moses was not alarmed; on the contrary, he was delighted. Would that
everybody were so gifted. Would that the people would rejoice in the generosity of God instead of being so cranky about
it!

Jesus faces the same kind of problem in today’s Gospel. Great miracles were being performed by people who didn’t know
Jesus, who were not his chosen few. Jesus is not unnerved by this news. His response echoes that of Moses. One who
works miracles in Jesus’ name can hardly be against im. Somewhere out there in the great, big world someone has
caught the power of the Spirit and is acting for God, who sees all of this and smiles.

Reflection

The Spirit is at work in the world, and we would do well to recognize it and rejoice. We must create institutions to serve,
honor, and fulfill the human dignity God intends. And this means being open to the imaginative, lively Spirit. The first
reading and the Gospel assume that the Spirit is at work in the world and the task of individuals and institutions is to
promote that work, not to cage it, control it, or contribute to its demise.

The second reading warns us away from the Spirit-killing and soul-numbing actions and attitudes that always threaten.
The warnings of James were true in the first century; they are true in this one: accumulation of money and possessions for
their own sake is useless and not worthy of human endeavor.

Prophets are Spirit-filled and Spirit-driven. They do not so much predict futures as remind us of our heritage, our past.
They anchor us to our calling, God’s promise, our dignity as children of God. They are the most conservative and
progressive of voices. The prophets speak God’s will; they do not coddle our whims.

We know the official leaders of our people. We know the authorities who are charged to help order our daily lives so that
good work gets done and we are safe. But who are the Spirit-filled people we admire? Who claims the allegiance of our
heart? Who speaks most strongly with God’s voice? Do you? After all, Moses’ wish is fulfilled: the Lord’s Spirit has been
bestowed on all.
